However, with daytime heating, a few cells developed and produced some hail up
to half dollar size. Eventually as the main upper level piece of energy moved SE across the Panhandles in-conjunction with the cold front

moving south provided enough lift for a line of storms to develop with several damaging wind to powerlines and severe wind gusts

reported.
