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Some Evacuations, 24-Hour Dike Watch

Cold Weather Slows Upper River Melt
May Mean Longer B
But No Higher
Mississippi Crest

ST. PAUL, Minz (AP) ~The
Weather Bureau said today that
eold weather has slowed the
snow and ice melt on the upper
Mississippi River system  and
will delay crests on the river at
Minneapolis-St. Paul until abaut
Tuesday.

This means several mare
days of high water than expect.
ed earlier, when crests were
forecast for foday. And, workers
must te ready to brace dikes
for a longer-than-expected hold
against the river.

Flood expert Joseph Strub of
the Weather Bureau said he is
sticking with earlier crest fore-
easls for downriver points, in-
cluding an i8-foat mark at La
Crozse, Wis., by next Wednes-
day.

The cold weather delayed
movement of tributary waters
from the Rum River north of
Minneapolis-5t Paul, Strub said.
The Mississippi inched up fo
259 feet in St. Paul this mom-
ing with the 27-foot crest now
rdue lale Tuesday. Flood stage is
14 feet. The worst previous flood
was in 1932 when the leve! was
22.2 feel.

The Minteapolis level was
holding at 197 feet with & 2I-
foot crest due Tuesday. Flood
stage is 16 feet,

Riverside industrial areas of
Minneapolis-St. Paul are the
worst affected, although several
hundred lowland homes have
been eyvacuated,

The reinforced and raised
dikes at 5t. Paul were leaking
fn scores of places, The railroad
freight yards and the downtown
eity airport were under two to
six feet of water,

WASHINGTON {AP) -~ Re
porls have reached Washington
that a site for Russian antiair-
craft missiles is being buill near
Hanoi, the North Viet Nam cap-
Hal.

There fs no evidenace so far,
U.5. sovrees said Thursday
night, that Russian missiles ac.
tually are in North Viet Nam,
Bui it is assumeq they would be
sent in once the launching pads
are compleled. And Washington
elso is assuming that Saviet
personnel are in charge of the
sifes.

The Introdaction of Soviet
missiles could have 2 monu-
mental cifect on the war in Viet
Nam — both politically and mil-
itarily,

For one thing, direct Soviet
infervention in  the conflict
would give the Soviel Urion a
greater stake in the outcome.
Faor another, the missiles could
cause a revisien of U.S, bomb-
fng strategy.

The missiles that reportedly
will defead the Hanoi region are
SAMs, a surface-to-sir rocket
that can be fired to an aititude
of 80,000 to 100,000 feet,

The Russians instatled 24 such
sites in Cuba and it was 1hought
to be a SAM missile that
brought down Francis Gary
Powers when he flew high over
the Soviet Union in a U2 spy
plane in 1960,

The United Stales has been
bombing targels in North Viet
Nam since Feb,. 7, gradvally
intensilying the atlack and mav-
ing closer to Hanol, Bul raids on
the capital have been avoided,

Even before the 1.8, sir at-
tacks began, Soviet Premier
Alexel Kosygin told a rally in
Hanoi thal Moscow was ready
to give North Viet Nam all mec-
essary assistance if aggressors
encroached upon s territory
aod sovereignty.

When the mighty Mississippi
River ravaged Dubague 13
years ago city officials vowed
they would never be caught off
guard sgain.

They immediately drew up
plans 1o hem in the river the
next time it went on a rampage.

These plans have paid off as
an even higher crest than in the
1832 flood heads for this porth-
east Iowa cily of 57,000.

A crest of 24 feet is expected
next Friday and preparations
far the highest water in histery
are nearly completed.

ST. PAUL {AP) — The Min-
nesola Legislature began a
{hree-day haliday today, ending
15 weeks of the current session.

Befors the lawmakers took
their recess, they lossed 175
more bills into the hoppers,
After Monday, the start of the
last five weeks of the session,
no bills may be introduced with-
cut approval of the governor,

The Heuse Appropriations
Committee Thursday announced
that budget cuts and new tax
estimates will reduce the need
for new money by $28 million,

Gov, Kar! Rolvaag had ree-
ommended new revenues total-
ing $148 millicn in his $8i1 mil-
lion budget proposal in January.

Among the hills introduced
Thursday was a new sales fax
bill and a lastditch attempt fo
change Minnesola’s daylight
saving time law.

Rep. Paul Overgaard of Albert
Lea iotroduced the sales tax
bill, calling for a 3 per cent
levy—=ll of which would be used
ta replace existing tazes. Gver.
gaard said his bill provides a
“sweeping reform" of the exist-
ing tax program and earmarks
bulk of the revence for replac-
ing present taxes on homeslead
property, fatm livestock and
machinery, and business inven-
tores.

Overgaard's bill wonld not ap-
ply to food and medicines but
would apply to liguor and cigar-
etles, Local governments would
get about $10 per resident to re-
place exisfing laxes. A fourth
sales tax proposal veportedly
will be introduced Monday.

Rep. Richard Filzsimons of
Argyle, chairman of the House
Appropriatiens Commilice, said
a lenbative budget calling for
$10 million in new revenos has
been worked out. Gov. Rolvaag
asked for $148 million in new
taxes when he presented his
budget in January,

Fitzsimons' eslimate was
based on ¢uts of $15 million in
Rolvasg's spending proposals
and fresh revetwe estimates
predicting  exisling taxes will
raise soms $13 million mere
than expected,
