Fifteen sailors who clung to  the
proren hulk of the Canadian pulp-
weod carrier Novadoc for,more than
24 hours on the beach off Peniwater,
Mich., were rescued this morning as
fears rose than another vessel might
be added to the list of those which
foundered in  Monday's  disastrous
Lake Michizan storm.

Already two big freighters and two
Ashing tugs are counted among the
vietims of the lake's worst storm in
recent vears, with a probable loss of
at least 63 lives,

Scheer still had 15 shells left, and he
wanied {o stay and hunt seome more,
So I left Scheer and Bailey in their
boat, and the guide and I went back
to Ferryville in Hutson's boat, We
got to shore all right, but we couldn’t
gel back. The storm came up that
quick.

"We went to everybody we could

find atong the shore, trying to get a
boat big enough to beat the storm
and the wavex, The guide and T talk-
ed to a doren or more people along
shore, but none of them had a boat
that couid make it.”
i Joseph Hackeit, Blooming Grove,
and Vincent Mann and Harden Davis;
of McFarland, who . were in .Ferry-
ville when the storm started, joined
Severson and his guide in their at-
tempt Lo rescue the stranded youths.
Hackett, Mann, and Davis did not go
hunting on the river Manday, except
for a few hours along the shore near
Ferryville.

“After 1 had been unsble to find &
boat around Ferryville,” Severson
said, “Hackett, Mann, Davils and my-
self crossed the bridge to Lansing,
Ia., where we looked up a Mr, Ed-
wards, head of the Yowa state fish-
eries.

Bill Nelson,
and his two boys rowed out to an
istand below where Bailey and Scheer
were stranded. This was a little hefore
midnight Monday night. When Nel-
son gol out there, he wrecked his
boat pn & stump. and then he and his
boys were siranded too, but they had
5 gallons of xasoline and some coffee
with them. and they built 2 fire, We
could see the fire from shore. -

“Davis, Mann, Hackett, and I t.hen
went down to DeSoto, where we got
a fellow by the name of Brooks, who
had & large boat. Brooks and another
man went out and rescued the Nel-
sons, ~but when Brooks got back his
boat was a0 badly damaged that he
couldn’t risk another irip. Brooks told
us he would try to go out again in the
morning.

Battle with Current

“At daylight, Davis and I got an-'
other guide, Alva Hutson, to tre to,
go out to the island. As I was helping
Hutson get his boat down to the water,
we could see Bailey and Scheer out
in the river wich their boat. They each
had a paddle, and the~ were paddling
back toward Ferryville, By thls time
the water was calmer, and it had
frozen for about a block out from
shore. We could see the boys fighting

Leuenberger was one of eight durk
hunters who was marooned on a Take
Wisconsin island for about 30 hours
until 8 rescue party of two Madison
police officers, Lester Shore and Rich-
ard Gruber, reached the huntsmen
Monday morning.

Boat is Swnmped

Five of the eight marooned hunters
safely reached the lak® shore in twa
metal boats. In making its way back
to the lake shore, a conservation skif,
carrying Leuenberger, Officer Gruber,
Joseph C. Gamroth, 938 Woodrow st.,
and another huntsman, was swamped

by the wind-borne waves and sank |

within about 30 feet of a tiny lake
island,

Standing chest deep in the {frigid
waters, the four men waded to the
safety of the island, and there at-
tempted to build a fre to dry thew
clothing and to keep from freezing.

“Il appeared for a time that we were
in grave danger,” Leuenberger said to-
day in retelling his experiences after
reaching the island from the water.

“We gathered leaves together to
make a fire, but found we could not
light the fire as the leaves were too
wel,” he said, “However, 1 took the
gasoline from an outvoard motor,

poured it on the leaves, and we finally.

got Lhe fire started,

“We could see the shoreline, hut the
waler looked very dangerous, and it
would have been suicide to have at-
templed to cross it again in the small
boat we had.

“We kept moving so as Lo abate the
danger of freezing, although I believed
for a time that my hands were {rozen.
We were pretty weak, and I don't
think we could have survived had it
not been [or the heroic work of Offj-
cer Gruber. He hauied the swamped
hoat to shore, made a shelier and we
waited until about 9:30 Monday morn-
ing, when we finally set out and reach-
ed the xafety of the shore”

Praises Police Officers

Leuenberper said he wanted especi-
ally to pay tribute to the resclile work
of the two Madison police officers, who
risked their lives to save the hunt.s-
men.

Before leaving the larger island and
being tossed into the lake enroute to
the shore, Leuenberger was one of the
party of eight duck hunters who found
refuge from the storm and wind on
the larger Lake Wisconsin island,

The island is near Camp Perry,
not far from Poynelte. The Madison
police oflicers took the conservation
commission hoat to ihe nearby shore
to effect the rescue.

A story of how he and three com-~
panions, weakened from exposure and
drenched after being thrown from na
boat into the wind-torn waters of Lake
Wisconsin, found refuge on an isiand
and fought to keep from {freezing to
death in the near-zero éold accentu-

“It was mighty cold during the 30
hour vigil, and the eight of us huddled
shout the fire in an allempt to keep
from freezing. Most of them were
warmly dressed.

“This vikil was notbing compared
to the experience the four of us went
through after being drenched in the
lake when our rescue craft went
dewn.”

Leuenberger said the eight sought
refuge on the jsland when the storm
reached gale proportions at about
noon Monday.

“The wind never let down through-
out the afterngon or night, and we
remained there until early Monday
morning when the police rescue squad
reached us in boats.”

“As a whule, we were prelly lucky,”
Leuenberger said. “Although a number
of ithe men were weakened, I don't
believe any. of them suffered serious
frost-hite. We all are, of course, grate-
ful teo the police.”

Raiders are Numerous

Observers along the coast could see
planes climbing and diving all the
way out to mid- channel as the Ger-
mans sent over reinforcements.

“Hundreds” of raiders were reported
by observers on the southeast coast to
be heading toward London.

The number of casualties .resulting
from the London theater bombing re-
mained uncertain as rescue workers
dug in the wreckage in search of dead
and injured.

At least two other London motion
picture theaters were damaged by |
bombs during the night, but the re-
sults were not serious,

A subway station and an alr-raid
shelter were among the other- places
in the capital struck by bombs. The
hit on the sukway tied up services
temporarily, and buses were placed
in operation to shuttle passengers
around the damaged section.

Moonlight Aids Both

The bright moonlight which aided
the German radiers in their night
attacks on England also proved a boon
to the Royal Air Force.

Oil plants, factories and railway
centers, the submarine base at Lorlent
on the French coast and other Ger-
man “invasion bases” were bombed
heavily by the RAF, tbe air mimstry
reported.

Says Cost Too High

Supervisor Paul A, Robinson, Sun
Paririe, one of the chiefl opponents of
the new highway, charged on the
board floor Tuesday that Dane coun-
ty was being asked by the state high-
way commission to pay a ridiculous
price for a road that will prove to be
Dane county's loss rather than its
gain.

“When you build a super highway
within a mile and a half of Cottage
Grove, Deerfield, Supn Prairie and
other villages, you're going lo make
‘ghost towns’ of these villages” Ro-
binson declared.

“I'm not speaking for the mast part
on behall of Sun Prairie because this
highway wili have little eflect on my
village. We still have highwsay 19
and people will use that road just as
they do now.

“But you're going to. see ‘ghost
towns' spring up in the eastern half
of Dane county just as you saw the
belt linex make ‘ghost towns' out of
Baraboo, Oshkosh and Neenah-Men-
asha, Ask any business men in those
cities whatl they think of the state
bhighway commission's plans for these
super highways and they will iel] you
what 3t has done io thelr businesses,
The business men are the ones that
are hurt.”

Roethlisherger Hils Plan

Supervisor R. W. Roethlisberger,
Verona, told the board that the mon-
ey it was asked to spend for construc-
tion of the new highway would black-
top half of the ‘ownship roads in the
county. .

“We have lhree good roads to Mil-
wiaykee-—lhey are just as good as any
in the state,” Roethlisberger said,
“Half the roads on our county sys-
tem are old dust roads. It would be
far petter to spend this money on
town roads and cily streets, Why here i
in Madisen the streets are almost im- |
passahle,

“We ‘could wse the gas fa> moner
on these town and city roads and
streets, but if we vole this super high-
way we won't have a chance to get
any of that money for ocur townships
and villages for the next six years.

“The [act is thal the state highway
department doesn’'t want us tgo have
any maore of the gas tax money for
our {ncal roads, and every time we ask
for an increase for the townships or
villages the highway department says
all its funds are obligated.”

Supervisor John Blaska, Sun Prai-
rie, chairman of the counly highway
committee, refuted - Roethlisherger's
statements, pointing ~ut that gas tax
funds included in Dane county share
of the project may be legally spent
on state highway construction only.

Attacks Diversion

“The law says this money must be
used on the state trunk highway sys-
tem and you can't get it for your
town, village or city sireets unless the
law is changed,” Blaska declared.

“If you want more money for coun-
ty trunk highways and local roads,
the thing to do is lo go to the legis-
lature and stop this diversion of high-
way funds by the state.”

“I for one am sick and tired of the
state government using gas tax money
to make a good showing,” Supervisor
Frank Swoboda, Madison, added to
Blaska's remarks.

“It's plain stealing, that's all it is.
The =administration takes gas lax
money and then goes out and tells
how little it costs to run state gov-
ernment.

“It wouldn't cost me anything to
raise hogs if I went out each night
and stole feed from my neighbors.
And that js all the state ix doing,
stealing from the aulomobile owners.”

Supervisor E. R, Cunningham,
Madison, told the board that if it
didn’t spend the money to build the
new super highway, it would be vot-
ing to leave more money in the bar-
rel” for the present state administra-
tion to take out to cover current gov-
ernmental expenses.
