GaDabat Taken 
By British Again 

Italy Denies Important 
Gjntact Center Fell 

London, Nor. 12 (UP)—BrttiaJj 
forces to the Anglo-Egyptian Sudan 
again have takoi Gallabat, impor-
tant commxmications center on the 
Ethiopian border, military quarters 
said today. 

Gallabat was lost to the Italians 
by a weak British garrison socm af-
ter Italy entered the war but last 
week a British motorized column at-
tacked in fOTce and captured the 
town, taking large number of Ital-
ians and their equipment. Later 
the British were forced to retire 
under a heavy Italian counter-at-
tack but today it was understood 
that Gallabat again was in British 
hands. 

(Today's Italian general head-
quarters commimique, issued in 
Rome, said that the Italians still 
held Gallabat and that heavy Brit-
ish attacks had been repulsed.) 

British military quarters said that 
at another important Sudanese 
point, Kassala, across the border 
from Italian eritrea, heavy fight-
ing between British and Italian de-
tachments was proceeding.

Suspect Faces Trial 

Hollywood. Nov. 12 iUP)—Ben-
jamin (vBugsie) Siegel is expected 
to plead for postponement today 
when he goes on trial for partici-
pating in one of the out-of-town 
Jobs of Murder, Inc. His attorney, 
Jerry Giesler, said he needed more 
time to prepare a defense. 

Siegel, who was an habitue of 
Hollywood's better night clubs be-
fore police captured him in the 
attic of his Holmby Hills mansion 
and took him off to jail, is accused, 
with two others, of shooting Har-
ry (Bi? Greeny) Greenberg last 
Thanksgiving eve. 

Greenberg, it was said, fell out 
•with the New York leaders of 
Murder, Inc., and fTed to the coast, 
where he was slain because his 
confederates were afraid he was 
about to "squeal." Harry (Champ) 
Segal and Prank Carbo, both fu-
gitives, were indicted with Siegel.

Misneapolia. Nov. 12 (UP)—

Oakland. Calif., Nov. 12 (UP)—

! forego the B-n6's and wait for the 
later type. The production sched-
ule this month, an official said, 
calls Ibr the completion of 26 B-
ITC's. Half WiU go to the British 
and half to the army air corps. 

British purchasing officials here 
were never too enthusiastic about 
the B-17B because it lacks suffi-
cient rear guiuier protecticm for 
long range operations without fight-
er plane escort. 

Some of the shortcomings of the 
B-17B have been eliminated in the 
B-17C. The new type has a rear 
gxm emplacement and armor plate 
protection for the crew. "Blisters'' 
for gun nests have been eliminated 
from the sides of the fuse lée for 
tetter streamlining and greater 
speed. The new type is reported to 
have an effective flight range of 
between 3,000 and 4.000 miles fully 
loaded.
