Any Armistice day is a time for
sad and serious reflection becausc
of what the last war did to mamyl
families and the world in general.
But when the gray, dripping Mon-
day IS Armistice day, there 1s
double reason for lack of cheer-
julness. And today the news adds
a heavy burden of woe to the dark
outlook.

Webster's latest dictionary
defines *“armistice” as fol-
Iows: “A temporary suspen-
sion of hostilities by agree-
ment of the parties; a truce.”
Toeday we know the agree-
ment reached just 22 years
ago WAS only tiemporary;
that the European gods of war
began to get busy again al-
most before the echoes of the
guns had died away in 1918,

Today the U. S. and Russia are
ihe only two members of the last
war lineup who aren't formally
entered in this one. But Russia has
been sharing some spoils of Ger-
many's congquest, and thus far, at
least, has been friendly to the nazi
cause. As this is written, Stalin's
foreign minister is speeding toward
Berlin for a talk with Hitler. Qut
of that talk may come anything—
but it probably won't be anything
that will help Britain. The con-
trary is more likely to be true.

As for ihis nation, anyone
willing to face facts must ad-
mit that in all but the name
and actual! use of our armed
forces against Germany and
Italy, we are in the war on
the side of Britain, And only
a super-optimist with the mist
of wishfulness beclouding his
spectacles, will deny the
strong possibility that before
many months roll past we'll
be fighting, too.

Ne-
ville Chamberlain, in his last mo-
ments with nazi war planes roar-
ing over his country home, may
have remembered that in 1838 he
told the people of Britain, “We
are assured of peace in our time”

minister. Such thoughts must
have helped to hurry the end.

Then there's Nevada's Key
Pittman, chairman of the sen-
ate foreign relations commit-
tee. His physicians say over-
work on his job, as the world@
crisis developed, plus the
strain of an election cam-
paign, had a lot to do with his
death from a heari attack at
the age of 68.

All Rumania: Oil

Fields on Fire

At Least 1,000 Per-
sons Killed; Nazi War
Supplies Damaged

BUCHAREST, Rumania, Nov. 11.
—UP—Two earth shocks rocked
Bucharest today, bringing new
terror to those who had escaped
death in Rumania’s most devastat-
ing earthquake since 1802.

Officials estimated that 1,000
persons had been killed and be-
tween 3,000 and 4,000 injured in
the earthquake which occurred
early Sunday morning. Two more
shocks were felt at midnight and
two more today, at 8:36 a. m.

Many Towns in Ruins.

Only western Rumania was
spared. Many towns and villages
were in ruins and their living and
uninjured inhabitants took to the
fields fearful of recurring quakes.
Many buildings in Bucharest were
shaken and at least 200 were killed
or hopelessly trapped when the 11-
story Carlton apartment building
collapsed.

The oil fields of eastern Ru-
manja which produce large
amounts of oil for the German
armies and air force were severely
damaged. In some districts great
fires still were burning today and
German military fire fighters were
attempting to bring them under
control.

Disruption of commumcatlons
made it difficult for officials to
estimate casualties or damage.
Officials said reports from many
outlying districts told of entire
villages devastated, but that cas-
uaities were low in comparison
to the damage. Campina, an oil
town, was reduced to rubble but
only four persons were reported
dead there.

Greatest damage was reported in
Galatz, Rumania's chief Danube
pert; Buzau, a thriving town of
36,000 persons chiefly engaged in
the lumber and oil trade; Ploesti,
center of the chief oil district in
the Phahova valley; Panciu, Ro-
mani and Focshani. The large oil
companies such as Astra Romana,
Romano-Americana, Unirea, Con-
cordia and Redeventza have refin-
eries in the Ploesti district, If fire
brigades do not soon cope with the
fires, the damage would be in-
calculable and might seriously in-
terfere with Germany's war ma-
chine,

Refineries Damaged.

(In London, newspapers said
they had received reports that cer-
tain- refineries had been badly
damaged. It was reported that the
Standard Oil company’s offices in
Ploesti had been destroyed and
that Astra Romana, British-owned,
had been badly damaged.)

The earthquake shook every
building in Bucharest, including
the United States legation. The
Carlton apartment was ane of the
largest buildings on the boulevard
Bratianu and about 500 persons
lived there. It collapsed after the
first shock at 3:39 a. m. Sunday.

Authorities said a
preliminary investigation indicat-
ed that roach powder may have
been mixed with batter from
which pancakes were made for the
men,

cook had threatened to “get even”
because of his discharge.

ATHENS, Nov. 11, — (P) —
The Italian invaders of Greece
“have lost the battle in all
sectors and are retreating in
disorder toward Albania,”
the Greek radio declared to-
day.

ATHENS, Greece, Nov, 11.—u®»
—Aided by British bombing
planes which assailed Italian con-
centrations and supply lines,
Greek {roops, on the offensive in
the Kalamas valley and Pindus
mountain sectors, have dispersed
large bodies of Italian troops, re-
ports from the front said today.

Reliabe quarters said that an
Italian “lost division” in the Pin-

< dus had been annihilated, leaving

the Italian southern sector, in the
Kalamas valley, exposed to flank
attack from the west. The Ital-
jans were said to have reireated
down the valley after two of their
battalions had been dispersed.
Greeks were reported to have cap-
tured mortars, machine guns and
other equipment.

In Headlong Retreat.

said that the Italian third Alpine
division had been shattered, that
many were killed, wounded or
taken prisoner and that the sur-
vivors had swept their reserves
before them in headlong retreat,
with Greeks pursuing them.

“Thus the Alpiners completely
failed in their assignment of cut-
ting the road from Epirus to Thes-
saly,” the communique said.

Meanwhile, British bombers,
co-operating with Greek ground
forces, were reported to have raid-
ed Italian embarkation points and
other Albanian ports, as. well as
troop concentrations and supply
roads behind the Italian lines,

Italian prisoners were quoted
that communications at the 1tal-
jan rear were in bad shape and
that the high command was hav-
ing difficulty keeping in contact
with the far-flung units.

Agitation Increasing.

A hundred more Ifalian prison-
ers have arrived at Salonica and
some were quoted that anti-war
agitation was growing among the
Italian public, with Crown Prince
Umberto among those who have
been outspoken in criticizing the
strategical error of the war in
Greece,

Prisoners were said to include
men from five Italian divisions—
the Centaur, Parma, Ferrara, Ju-
lia and Venitza.

(At Budapest, the Greek radio
was heard broadcasting that
Greek troops in the Pindus moun-
tains had advanced Sunday in a
rain, using hand grenades in
close fighting, The Italians were
said to have abandoned many ri-
fles and machine guns, which
Greek women and children help-
ed assemble.)

Wolves Devour Dead.
The *“Lost Division,” . reported
virtually wiped out by casualties
and captures, was believed here
to be the Venitza Alpine division,
which had expected to lead a
blitzkreig through Greece. It was
surrounded by Greek mountain
troops in the first day of the war
and was ouf of contact with the
main Italian force from then on,
it was reported. The scene of
operations was 6,000 feet up in
foothills, so rough that mules
could not be used. Greek women
carried ammunition on their
heads to outposts manned by
Greek snipers, who harassed the
Italians from all sides. The
ground was littered with Italian
dead and wounded, who fell prey
