About 6:30 p. m., they heard an
ajrplane ecircling cloas to the
ground above their hames. The
roar of the motor wax loud, Sud-
denly it stopped and in a few sec-
onds a huge “splash” was heard,
Then silence,

The army plane, en rouie from
Minneapolis, Minn,, to Fort Crook,
Neb,, in many hours overdue thers
and no trace of it has been found,
