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MARNDATORY EVASUATIORN

Issued by the Governor of the State of Alabama, the
Mandatory Evacuation is a call for everyone to evacuate in
the potential impacted areas as specified in the evacuation
orders. Keep in mind, during these situations, emergency
responders will likely not be dispatched during (or even for
several hours after) the storm to help individuals who ignore
the evacuation orders and decide to stay. If you ignore the
mandatory evacuation orders issued for your area, you are
truly on your own to face the worst of the storm’s impacts.
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
