or Storm/lce Storm Warning: Issued when a combination of significant accumulations of snow,
2zing rain, or sleet is expected. Winter Storm Warnings are usually issued within 24 hours before the event
xpected.

1er Storm Watch: Alerts the public to the potential for winter storm conditions within the next 12 to 36
rs.

'_',’ nier Weather Advisory: |ssued when accumulations of snow, freezing rain/drizzle, or sleet are expected

ing Rain Advisory:1ssued when accumulations of ice from freezing rain are expected to cause
ardous driving conditions.

942 Rain drops that freeze into ice pellets before reaching the ground. Sleet usually bounces when hitting a
ace and does not stick to objects.

Ereszing Rain: Rain that falls onto a surface with a temperature below freezing (32°F). This causes it to freeze
[0 surfaces, such as trees, cars, and roads, forming a coating or glaze of ice. Even small accumulations of ice
cause a significant hazard.
