These tracked east through north Alabama during the late afternoon and early evening hours. One of the storms knocked down or
uprooted numerous trees in eastern Limestone County, and produced sporadic tree damage as it moved into northern Madison

County.

caused a roof to collapse at the Caterpillar trucking plant.
