June 2018
No Flooding occurred during the month of June.

June 2018 came in with average temperatures below normal. Temperatures across the region ranged
from 1 to 3 degrees below normal. Caribou recorded 5 nights with overnight lows in the 30s. This was
the most since 2002. Houlton came in with 9 nights where overnight lows were in the 30s. This was the
most since 2000. Light frost was recorded in Northwest Maine with Estcourt Station recording an
overnight low of 29 degrees back on the 22™.

In regards to precipitation, precipitation amounts varied quite a bit across the region as Northern Maine
recorded precipitation below normal, while Penobscot including Bangor to the Downeast coast had
above normal precipitation. Bangor recorded 5.42 inches of rainfall which was 1.66 inches above
normal. Caribou came in with a total of 3.16 inches which was 0.32 inches below normal. Frenchville
came in with 2.01 inches which was 1.84 inches below normal. Millinocket recorded 2.57 inches which
was 1.50 inches below normal. A heavy rainfall event on June 28" and 29" helped to recharge things a
bit with rainfall of 1.25 to 1.50 inches region wide.

Overall, groundwater conditions were near normal with the exception for far Northwest Maine as
Clayton Lake came in with readings much below normal. Some of the Downeast sites such as
McFarland Hill and Crooked Road at Acadia were below normal.

Streamflows were much below normal for the St. John, Aroostook and Piscataquis River basins nearing
the 10" percentile. The Penobscot River basin south of Grindstone had streamflows slightly below
normal. The St. Croix River Basin saw near normal streamflows. The rainfall that occurred on the 28"
and 29" helped recharge streams and rivers.

As far the conditions approaching near Drought conditions, the USDM kept the Caribou HSA in normal
conditions thanks in part to the heavy rainfall that occurred on the 28" and 29™. Conditions across the
north and west were nearing abnormally dry before that rainfall. See the June images below.
