May 2019

May came in colder than normal with temperatures 2 to 4 degrees below normal. May 2019 was the
coolest May in Caribou, Millinocket and Bangor since 2005. Houlton recorded the coolest May since
1974. Caribou’s average temperature for May was 48.8 degrees, which was 2.7 degrees below normal.
Bangor recorded an average monthly temperature of 51.1 degrees, which was 2.6 degrees below normal.
Lows in the mid 20s to low 30s were observed in most inland areas from central Penobscot and central
Washington County on north during the morning of the 28", Caribou recorded a low temperature of 31
degrees on the 28", which broke the old record of 32 degrees set back in 1994.

Precipitation was variable across the region with far northern Maine seeing precipitation below normal,
while the Bangor region to the Downeast recorded precipitation above normal. Caribou recorded 3.19
inches of precipitation, which was 0.14 inches below normal for May. Bangor came in with 4.43 inches,
which was 0.79 inches above normal. There was a trace of snow observed in Caribou on the 14™ and
again on the 15",

Streamflows across the HSA were near to slightly above normal. The highest flow were across the
Downeast region.

Groundwater conditions continued at above normal levels for May. Calais came in at the High range for
May.

In regards to Drought Monitoring, conditions for the entire HSA remained in normal range.
