No major flooding was reported in October. There was one Urban and Small Stream Flood Advisory
issued during the month for some minor flooding with poor drainage and ditches filling up.

October came in above normal temperatures for the region. Temperatures ranged from 1.5 to 2.5 degrees
above normal across the region. Widespread freezes finished the growing season for east central and
Downeast Maine on the 5™ and 6™.

Precipitation came in above normal across the HSA. The highest rainfall totals for the month were
across the Millinocket and Bangor region where over 5 inches of rain was recorded for the month.
Bangor recorded 5.80 inches and Millinocket recorded 5.04 inches of rainfall. There were two heavy
rainfall events during the month of October with the first significant rain event coming in on October 6th
and 7th, where 0.25 to 0.30 inches of rain fell across Aroostook County, while around an inch of rain
was reported from the Maine Central Highlands to the Downeast region. Another heavy rain event
occurred on the 23rd where 1 to 2 inches of rain fell across the HSA. Light snow was reported across
northern and central areas on the 4th and again on the 26th and 27th, with generally trace amounts being
reported. The exception to this was back across NW Maine, near Deboullie Mountain where up to an
inch of snow was reported.

Streamflows across the HSA were near normal across the HSA.
Groundwater conditions were near normal levels across Northern Maine and the Maine Central
Highlands with the exception for Millininocket, which came with levels below normal for October.

Groundwater levels across the Downeast region were reported to be above normal.

In regards to Drought Monitoring, conditions for the entire HSA continued in the normal range.
