May 2020

Some minor flooding occurred during the month of May. This occurred in NE Aroostook County on the
27™ Mainly culverts and ditches filling up with ponding of water.

Temperatures for the month of May were slightly below normal. The first half of the month came in
below normal temperatures, but finished above normal during the last 10 days of the month. Caribou had
a monthly average temperature of 51.3 degrees, which was 0.2 degrees below normal. Bangor had a
monthly average temperature of 53.4 degrees, which was 0.3 degrees below normal. The warmest
temperature in Caribou for the month was 91 degrees on the 28", Bangor’s warmest temperature for the
month was 88 degrees on the 22nd. Caribou recorded its lowest temperature for the month of 29 degrees
back on the 10™ and 12". Bangor recorded its lowest temperature for the month of 28 on the 6™.

Precipitation was below normal across the region. The biggest deficits were across the Maine Central
Highlands down into the Bangor region and interior Downeast Maine. Caribou recorded 2.38 inches of
precipitation which was 0.95 inches below normal. Bangor came in with 2.22 inches of precipitation,
which was 1.42 inches below normal. Houlton came in with 2.93 inches of precipitation, which was 0.37
inches below normal.

Streamflows across the HSA were near normal for May.

Groundwater conditions were near normal across the region with the exception of eastern Washington

County and NW Maine as groundwater levels were above normal. Calais came in with a reading much
above normal.

In regards to Drought monitoring, the HSA continued to see normal conditions, with the exception for

northern Somerset County, where Abnormally Dry conditions resulted.
