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May continued the dry trend that begin in April as much of the area
reported well below normal rainfall. The good news is that both months show
the lowest monthly normal rainfalls, so this situation is not uncommon and is
easy to overcome with just moderate rainfall amounts in June. Much of the
area reported rainfall of less than one-tenth of an inch, though some isolated
storms were able to drop one-quarter inch or more of rain in May. With the
continued dry weather, there were not many events during the month. The
one big event was a strong late season cold front pushing in from the east.
This front produced unusually strong winds with a few locations, mostly along
west slopes of mountains, reporting winds of 50 to 70 mph. This front also
brought about 10 to 20 degrees of cooling on the 8th, compared to the
previous day.

Looking at temperatures, May showed a healthy above normal for most
stations, both for high temperatures and low temperatures. El Paso set 5 new
record daily high temperatures, oddly enough all tied, for the month.
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Looking ahead to June, we reach a transition month. June is the first
month to start increasing the average monthly rainfall after the dry
spring season. We also often, though not always, begin transitioning
into the monsoon summer wind flow pattern. The summer monsoon
season officially starts on June 15, but it is not uncommon to have to
wait until the first half of July to see the season actually begin. We also
experience our longest daylight of the year, the summer solstice, which
this year falls on the 20th. Daylight increases from 14 hours and 5
minutes on the 1st, to 14 hours and 13 minutes on the 20th. We then
begin the long, slow progression back to shorter daylight. For you fans
of the moon, our full moon for June is on the 5th, while the new moon
occurs on the 21st. There are no eclipses visible from North America this
month-you will have to wait for a Penumbral Lunar Eclipse in July for the
next visible eclipse. High temperatures at El Paso continue to warm
from 93 on the 1st, to 96 on the 30th.
