La Nifia continued her ways in November, as dry conditions
dominated the month. Areas west of the Rio Grand Valley received
little if any rain, totaling about 0 to 25 percent of normal. Areas to
the east faired little better, receiving about 10 to 50 percent of
normal. Temperatures ran a bit below normal for the month, which is
a bit unusual for La Nifia winters.

Storms steered clear of the area for the most part. The only
noteworthy storms occurred on November 3rd, when a Pacific storm
barreled through, bringing wind gusts of 40 to 65 mph with it. The
other storm moved in on the 24th and 25th. With the help of a low
level cold front from the east, rain showers and mountain snow fell.
While the lowland rain was mostly light, some significant snow fell in
the mountains—with the Sacramento Mountains above 7500 feet
receiving 6 to 12 inches.

Looking ahead to December, we enter Meteorological Winter
and with that also comes the Winter Solstice. The Solstice this
month falls on December 21 at 248 pm MST. This is the day in
which we measure the shortest amount of daylight. After this
date, daylight begins to slowly increase again. Of course
temperatures continue to decrease during December. At El Paso,
the average high temperature begins the month at 61 degrees and
ends the month at 57 degrees. Daylight also continues to decrease
with 10 hours, 13 minutes on December 1 decreasing to 10 hours,
4 minutes on December 21, and then slowly increasing up to 10
hours, 6 minutes at the end of the month.

For the lunar fans out there, our December full moon occurs on
the 7th, while the new moon occurs on the 23rd. This full moon is
commonly called the Cold Moon, or the Long Nights Moon. There
are no solar or lunar eclipses visible from the US in December,
though a total solar eclipse will occur on December 4th, which will
be visible in the southern Hemisphere.

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With El Nifo, we often see the opposite
pattern where the eastern Pacific ridge of high
pressure is often weak or non-existent,
allowing winter storms to sweep across the
southern U.S. This typically will give the south-
western U.S. above normal precipitation.

With a La Nifa pattern, a ridge of high
pressure tends to build off the west coast of
the U.S., blocking most of our Pacific winter
storm systems. These storms tend to end

up moving across the northern Plains and
down to the southeastern part of the country.
Of course it is important to remember that
these patterns are only what typically
happens and are not guaranteed to occur.
