The combination of rich Gulf moisture, an upper level low
pressure system, and a strong and slow moving Pacific cold
front came together to produce a line of showers and
thunderstorms that moved across South Central Texas on the
evening of Monday, May 12t into the early morning of
Tuesday, May 13th,

In addition to dew point, another atmospheric variable that
measures moisture in the air is precipitable water. It is the
total atmospheric water vapor contained in a vertical column.
Think of it as a measure of how much water vapor is available
in the atmosphere to turn into precipitation at a specific
point. The values for May 12t were well above normal.

One thing that kept the severe weather threat minimal was
the fact that storms developed along the squall line and in
clusters. With the storms developing in close proximity to
each other, this reduces the amount of fuel each storm can
take in and limits the potential for larger hail, very strong
winds, and tornadoes.
