 MOST LOCATIONS ACROSS NORTHERN ARIZONA. PRECIPITATION TOTALS FOR THE 

 YEAR WERE CONSISTENTLY BELOW NORMAL FOR NEARLY ALL OF THE  

 REGION. THE YEAR WAS AMONG THE WARMEST ON RECORD IN ARIZONA,  

 WITH WINSLOW SETTING A NEW RECORD FOR WARMEST YEAR, AND FLAGSTAFF  

 AND PRESCOTT RECORDING THE 5
TH
