         ...TEMPERATURE AND PRECIPITATION OVERVIEW... 

 

April 2013 was warmer and much drier than normal for most 

of northern Arizona. The majority of the month was dry, 

with nearly all of the monthly precipitation falling on the 

8
th
 and 9

th
 as a cold storm system moved across the southwest 

United States. Monthly precipitation was much below normal 

for most of the region, with a small swath of near normal 

values across east central Arizona.
