...TEMPERATURE AND PRECIPITATION OVERVIEW... 
 

April across northern Arizona featured near normal temperatures and a return to 

breezy conditions that are typical in this area. Precipitation amounts were highly 

variable, with some areas including Flagstaff, Winslow and Show Low receiving 

near normal monthly totals.  Other locations such as Page along the Utah border 

saw little to no precipitation.  Most of the monthly precipitation fell during a 

stormy four day period from April 23
rd

 to the 26
th

...SIGNIFICANT WEATHER... 
 
…Typical Springtime Gusty Winds Return…  
 
Gusty winds that are so typical of spring in northern Arizona made their return during 
the early to middle portions of the month.  Widespread wind gusts in the 40 to 50 mph 
range were recorded on April 7th, 8th, and 14th.   



  

…Rain and High Elevation Snow Showers April 23-26…  
 

A series of weather disturbances brought rain and higher elevation snow showers from 
April 23rd through the 26th.  Most areas received light to moderate rainfall amounts. 
Snow was confined to the highest elevations, generally above 7000 feet.  Here are some 
snowfall amounts from late evening on the 25th through the morning hours of the 26th:
