MONTH IN REVIEW FOR NORTHERN ARIZONA FOR FEBRUARY 2019

... FEBRUARY TEMPERATURE AND PRECIPITATION OVERVIEW ...
Several wet storm systems brought well above average precipitation to
northern Arizona during February 2019. The stormy pattern also resulted in much
cooler than normal temperatures. A storm in mid February was warmer than
usual and produced mostly heavy rainfall and serious flooding south of the
Mogollon Rim. Then one of the most severe winter storms on record brought
extreme snowfall to most of northern Arizona on February 21-22.

...Flooding Rain Feb 14...

Heavy rainfall occurred, with amounts of 1-3 inches common along the Mogollon Rim. This
combined with melting snow to produce large rises along streams and rivers along and south of
the Mogollon Rim including Oak Creek, Pumphouse Wash, Beaver Creek, Verde River, Agua
Fria River, Black Canyon Creek. Some stream gauges indicated water levels rapidly rising to
near record stage. Flood damage was reported in Sedona and at Montezuma Castle National
Monument.

...Feb 21-22 Severe Winter Storm...

A cold, strong, intensifying low pressure system spread a deep blanket of snow over a majority
of Central and Northern Arizona between the evening of February 20th and the night of
February 22nd, 2019. Across the Mogollon Rim and other high country regions, reports of two to
over three feet of snow were received. Anywhere from a few inches to over a foot of snow fell in
the lower deserts and valleys of northern Arizona. For many locations across Central and
Northern Arizona, this storm was among the top 10 greatest recorded. The single-day snowfall
record was broken at Flagstaff Airport and in Show Low. As a result of the heavy snowfall, major
roadways were closed, trees were downed and power was lost in local communities.
