MONTH IN REVIEW FOR NORTHERN ARIZONA FOR JUNE 2013

...TEMPERATURE AND PRECIPITATION OVERVIEW...

June is climatologically the driest month in northern Arizona, and this June was no exception. A
ridge of high pressure affected the region through much of the month resulting in hot and dry
conditions. A brief burst of moisture brought weak thunderstorm activity mid-month, with
otherwise no precipitation. The ridge strengthened significantly by late June and resulted in a
widespread heat wave across the southwest U.S. with multiple days of record temperatures.
