October was much warmer and drier than normal across northern Arizona.
Temperatures were above normal on nearly every day of the month, with no
strong fronts moving into the area. The only precipitation for the month fell on
the 8" through 10" when tropical moisture associated with a decaying hurricane
moved northward into the region.
