The month of July was marked by an extended period of hot and dry
conditions that has lead to worsening drought conditions across Southeast
Texas. The most memorable rainfall event came in the first week of the
month where heavy rain lead to minor flooding around the Houston metro
area. Since then, it’s been essentially bone dry with most of the area below

their normal monthly precipitation.
