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September was a tale of two stories as the beginning of the month started 
out with a heavy rainfall event along the coast. Meanwhile, the remainder 
of the month was mostly dry leading to the return of abnormally dry 
conditions across most of Southeast Texas and moderate drought to 
portions of the Brazos Valley by the end of the month.
