TEMPERATURES ACROSS SOUTHEAST TEXAS WERE NEAR NORMAL FOR JULY 2013.
THIS WAS DUE IN LARGE PART TO A PERIOD OF RAINY WEATHER CONDITIONS

WHICH OCCURRED OVER MUCH OF THE MIDDLE PART OF THE MONTH. EVEN WITH
THE RAINFALL...THE MONTH ENDED UP ON A DRY NOTE FOR MOST LOCATIONS.

AN UPPER RIDGE OF HIGH PRESSURE BROUGHT A VERY WARM AND DRY START

TO JULY. THE TEMPERATURES COOLED AT THE START OF THE SECOND WEEK AS
THE HIGH PRESSURE AREA DRIFTED WESTWARD AND AN UPPER LOW PRESSURE
TROUGH FORMED OVERHEAD. ANOTHER UPPER LEVEL HIGH PRESSURE AREA THEN
BROUGHT ABOVE NORMAL TEMPERATURES THROUGH THE END OF THE SECOND WEEK
OF THE MONTH. A SERIES OF UPPER LEVEL LOW PRESSURE AREAS THEN MOVED
OVER THE STATE AND BROUGHT A 7 TO 14 DAY PERIOD OF RAINY AND COOLER
CONDITIONS. THE MONTH THEN ENDED ON A DRY AND HOT NOTE AS THE
SUBTROPICAL HIGH PRESSURE RIDGE REDEVELOPED OVER THE STATE.

ALTHOUGH SOME RELIEF CAME WITH THE RAINY PERIOD OVER THE MIDDLE PART
OF THE MONTH...MODERATE TO EXTREME DROUGHT CONDITIONS WERE PREVALENT
OVER THE ENTIRE AREA BY THE END OF THE MONTH. AS OF JULY 30TH...
EXTREME DROUGHT WAS DEPICTED BY THE U.S. DROUGHT MONITOR OVER ALL OR
A PORTION OF AUSTIN...BRAZORIA...BURLESON...COLORADO...GALVESTON...
HOUSTON. ..JACKSON. . .MATAGORDA. . .AND WASHINGTON COUNTIES.

HERE IS THE JULY CLIMATE STATISTICS FOR THE FIRST AND SECOND ORDER
CLIMATE STATIONS. NOTE THAT AS A WHOLE...THE TEMPERATURES WERE WITHIN
1 DEGREE OF NORMAL WHILE THE RAINFALL WAS GENERALLY BETWEEN 1 AND 3
INCHES BELOW NORMAL.
