' #] After a few months of little to no Drought conditions, it has begun to return to the region as we continue on a stretch
) on above normal temperatures and below normal rainfall. The area for this past September was generally around

three to five inches below normal, with the exception of the immediate coast that benefited from early month
rainfall led that area to get up to two to three inches above normal. Most of the area is now in DO Drought
(Abnormally Dry), with parts of Burleson, Brazos, Washington, and Austin counties in D1 Drought (Moderate).
