Slow thunderstorm movement and rain rates over 4 inches per hour resulted in 

a large portion of northwest Harris and Waller Counties receiving between 10 and 20 inches of rainfall over mainly a 12 hour period. A 

few CoCoRaHS gauges in Waller County measured over 20 inches.
