The storm survey found numerous small limbs and
pine needles on the road in that area, but no other damage was observed in the vicinity. As a result of the survey, the tornado rated low end EF0 with
winds estimated near 65 mph.

A slow moving upper level storm system combined with a stalled frontal boundary and high moisture levels to produce early morning
showers and thunderstorms that trained for several hours and produced 4 to 6 inch rainfall totals along and near the U.S. 59 corridor
from the Kendleton area to Sugar Land to the Houston area.
