Event Summary

Tropical Storm Debby meandered near the central and southern portions of the South Carolina coast
August 6-7 before moving inland along the central South Carolina coast early on August 8. Debby
then continued northward across eastern South Carolina bringing heavy rain and flash flooding,
several tropical storm force wind gusts, and a few tornadoes to northeastern South Carolina and
southeastern North Carolina. Although the storm weakened below tropical depression strength on
August 8, it continued to help cause heavy rainfall, flash flooding and eventually significant river

flooding to the area even well after August 9.

NOTE: It is unlikely that the point-based observations provided in this report sampled the peak values for the event.
