Agricultural Impacts
e The weekly USDA Crop Weather report for Indiana indicates that top soil moisture has decreased.
Corn and soybean conditions have decreased. Less than half of pastures are in good to excellent
conditions.
e Conditions are worse in Ohio, primarily in central and southern Ohio where corn and soybean
conditions deteriorated from the previous week. Pasture growth has been limited, all according to the
weekly USDA Crop Weather report for the state.
