The first twelve days of January 2010 were much colder than normal.  This period was the coldest start in St. 
Louis, Missouri since 1979.  During those twelve days much of the area remained below freezing.  Even though no 
records were set during this period, it had been quite some time since the area had experienced an arctic outbreak of 
this magnitude.  A moderate snowfall event occurred on January 6th and 7th which aided in temperatures dropping 
well below zero in many locations when a 1039-mb Arctic high pressure system built into the Midwest.  In addition, 
wind chill readings of 10 to 25 degrees below zero were quite common in the wake of the storm system.
