A fast moving weather disturbance rolled east out of the southwestern United States toward the mid-
Mississippi Valley on the afternoon and evening of February 23rd, 2003.  It had just enough strength to pull high-
level moisture from the Pacific region into the southern Plains.  The system generated a surface low over western 
Oklahoma, which promoted an additional influx of moisture from the Gulf of Mexico northward.  This resulted in a 
swath of heavy snow along the Kansas/Oklahoma border, east through southern Missouri and southern Illinois.  As 
the system moved east from Oklahoma into Kentucky, it slowly lost its strength.  Snowfall amounts diminished 
from 10 to 15 inches along the Kansas/Oklahoma line to totals near 12 inches in southwest Missouri, to amounts 
ranging from 5 to 10 inches over southeast Missouri and parts of southwest Illinois.
