The remnants of Hurricane Gustav interacted with a cold front and became extratropical as it moved across 
Missouri and Illinois on September 3rd and 4th of 2008. The system brought rainfall amounts ranging from less than 
an inch across the far eastern portion of the county warning area to nearly 7 inches across the central Missouri and 
the eastern Ozarks.
