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and moved across the southern Rockies,
deepened over southern Texas through the
Gulf Coast by the evening of the 23", and lifted
northeastward into the eastern Ohio on the
24,

The combination of the storm moving
through the southern United States and into
Ohio Valley, along with cold air plunging
southward out of Northern Plains, resulted in a
swath of snow from southeast Colorado and
the north Texas Panhandle, across southern
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Kansas, northern Oklahoma, northwest
Arkansas, southern and eastern Missouri,

central and southern lllinois through portions
of Indiana, Ohio and southern Lower Michigan.
Hardest hit were portions of northeast
Oklahoma, northwest Arkansas and
southeastern Missouri where up to 12 to 16
inches of snow was observed.
