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The weather pattern finally turned wet this August. Two distinct low pressure
systems brought much needed rain to the region throughout the month. The
first system was a remnant tropical low which passed through the Trans Pecos
region, bringing record breaking rainfall to Terrell County including an all-time
24 hr record total of 6.27” at Dryden, TX on the 15th-16th. Later in the month, a
much slower moving upper level system brought multiple days worth of rain to
much of the area. Due to the tropical nature of the air mass, rainfall was heavy,
leading to flash flooding of urban areas, arroyos, and creeks. Locations such as
Carlsbad Caverns and portions of Big Bend NP were temporarily closed due to
the flooding. Many locations experienced a top 10 wettest August on record.
