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October was one of the wettest months of 2022 so far in West TX and
southeast NM. Much of the region received above normal rainfall thanks
to a very active stormy pattern. During the first week of the month, a
stalled cold front and abundant moisture led to multiple rounds of heavy
rainfall for areas along and south of I-20. Over 2.00” accumulated in
some locations. Another storm system arrived on the 16th which
brought flash flooding and severe weather to portions of West TX
including a significant hailstorm in Fort Stockton. The strongest storm
system arrived during the last week of the month, producing severe
storms in the Permian Basin and strong winds across much of the region.
