No river flooding occurred in southwest Texas or in Eddy and Lea counties of New Mexico during the  
month of February. 
 
Ample precipitation fell across the region in February…especially on the 19

th
 and 20

th
…when a stalled 

upper-level disturbance brought significant rain to almost all of the HSA.  Precipitation amounts of 1 to 
2 inches were uniformly distributed across the HSA east of the mountains during this event, while far 
eastern parts of the HSA saw even greater rainfall amounts.  For example, Sheffield reported 2.25 inches  
on the 20

th
, and Big Spring saw a total of 2.98 inches by the morning of the 21

st
. 

 
The Midland International Airport reported a total of 1.69 inches of precipitation for February…compared  
to a normal of 1.09 inches.  The total precipitation so far this year stands at 1.90 inches…which is 0.88  
inches above normal. 
 
Despite slightly above normal precipitation amounts seen recently over parts of the HSA, reservoir levels 
across the region and in northern Mexico remain well below conservation levels and the flood threat  
remains low. 
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
