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When no flooding occurs, include miscellaneous river conditions, such as significant rises, record low stages, ice conditions, snow
cover, droughts, and hydrologic products issued (NWS Instruction 10-924)

[ X] No flood stages were reached in this HSA for the month above.

No river or flash flooding occurred across southwest Texas or in southeast New Mexico during the month.
Near normal to slightly below normal precipitation was noted across most areas for the month.

Ironically enough, a record breaking snowstorm occurred on December 11t". 3 to 12 inches of snow fell
across much of the Permian Basin, extreme southeast New Mexico and in mountainous areas of
southwest Texas. Northern and southeastern areas of the HSA received little or no snow. Officially,
Midland received 9.8 inches of snow. This breaks the record for greatest 24 hour snow (was 6.8), greatest
single event (was 7.0), and was the most snow for any one month (was 9.0 in January 1985).

Midland International Airport recorded 0.58 inches for the month, which was 0.02 inches above normal.
Midland ended the year as the second driest on record with 514 inches. The driest year on record
occurred in 1951 where only 4.24 inches were recorded. Normal annual precipitation is 14.98 inches.

Reservoir levels across the HSA and in northern Mexico remain well below conservation levels and the
flood threat remains low.
