The drought continued through December, with very little rainfall for West Texas and Southeast New
Mexico. The one exception was an upper-level storm system that brought rain to the area on New
Year’s Eve, ending Midland International Air and Space Port’s 90-day streak of no measurable
precipitation. The 90-day streak was the 3"-longest dry stretch on record. Guadalupe Mountains
National Park received up to 2” of rainfall. Otherwise, no notable hydrologic activity was reported.
