November would have been another dry month, were it not for a single event mid-month, when a
Pacific front caught up to and merged with a dryline, resulting in an abundant shot of rainfall over the
eastern HSA.

This line of convection first flooded roadways on the evening of November 17 north of Seminole in
Gaines County, stalling a few vehicles and even putting one underwater.

As it moved into Odessa in Ector County, several cars were stranded in high water.

The line of convection continued moving east overnight. QPE suggests rainfall amounts were high
enough to flood many other locations, but no other reports came in.
