Overview...

On February 22, 1998, a massive and powerful weather system approached central Florida from the northwest and Gulf
of Mexico. Later that night, thunderstorms associated with this storm system spawned three tornado-producing
supercells, which killed 42 people.

The magnitude of the tornado outbreak is such that it would be difficult to meaningfully depict actual tornado damage in
this format. Intensive damage assessments and surveys have been conducted to make additional information available.
