Effective on or about May 15, 2024, the Tropical Cyclone JavaScript Object 
Notation (JSON) from the National Hurricane Center (NHC) will be updated 
to include a file update timestamp entry to each field in the file that 
indicates when the file most recently changed.  The timestamp for each 
field will be labeled “fileUpdateTime” in the JSON file.
