EFFECTIVE MONDAY...FEBRUARY 28 2000 AT 1100 A.M. CENTRAL STANDARD TIME 
/CST/...1200 P.M. EASTERN STANDARD TIME...OR 1700 COORDINATED UNIVERSAL 
TIME /UTC/...ZONE FORECASTS ISSUED BY THE WEATHER FORECAST OFFICE /WFO/ IN 
MIDLAND TEXAS /MAF/ WILL BE IMPROVED TO ACCOUNT FOR TOPOGRAPHY.  THIS 
CHANGE INVOLVES THE FOLLOWING THREE IMPROVEMENTS: 
 
1.  THE GUADALUPE MOUNTAINS AND VAN HORN AREA WILL BECOME SEPARATE ZONES.  
THE NEW GUADALUPE MOUNTAINS ZONE WILL ENCOMPASS THE NORTH PORTION OF 
CURRENT ZONE TXZ057 AND THE EXTREME NORTHWEST PORTION OF CURRENT ZONE 
TXZ058.  THIS SEPARATION CAN BE FURTHER DESCRIBED USING TIME ZONES.  THE 
GUADALUPE MOUNTAINS ZONE WILL BE THE MOUNTAIN TIME ZONE PORTION OF 
CULBERSON COUNTY /TABLE 1/. 
 
2.  THE SECOND CHANGE IS THE EXPANSION OF ZONE TXZ074 TO INCLUDE THE 
HIGHER TERRAIN AREAS IN THE SOUTHERN PORTION OF ZONES TXZ057 AND TXZ058.  
THE EXPANSION OF ZONE TXZ074 WILL INCLUDE BORACHO...KENT AND THE 
INTERSECTION OF INTERSTATE 10 AND INTERSTATE 20 /TABLE 1/. 
 
3.  THE THIRD CHANGE WILL BE DIVIDING LEA COUNTY NEW MEXICO INTO THREE 
PARTS.  SINCE LEA COUNTY IS 110 MILES LONG...THIS CHANGE WILL IMPROVE 
SERVICE TO RESIDENTS.  LEA COUNTY WILL BE DIVIDED INTO NORTHERN LEA /TATUM 
AND CROSSROADS/...CENTRAL LEA /LOVINGTON AND HOBBS/ AND SOUTHERN LEA /JAL 
AND EUNICE/.  CENTRAL LEA COUNTY WILL BE BOUNDED BY 33 DEGREES 0 MINUTES 
TO THE NORTH AND 32 DEGREES 30 MINUTES TO THE SOUTH /TABLE 1/.
