Effective February 19, 2013, the National Centers for Environmental
Prediction’s (NCEP’s) Hydrometeorological Prediction Center (HPC) will
upgrade the format of gridded Quantitative Precipitation Forecast (QPF)
data from gridded binary version one (GRIB1l) to GRIB version two (GRIBZ2).

Both GRIB1 and GRIB2 data will be available before February 19, 2013.
Effective February 19, 2013, only the new GRIB2 data will be available
from the Webpage.
