Damage was estimated near 100
million dollars, and nine injuries were reported. The last F3 tornado developed in Kiowa County and produced F3 damage soon after
entering Washita County. Several vehicles and large pieces of farm equipment were tossed and destroyed. About 4 miles
north-northeast of Mountain View, 3 homes suffered major damage, with one rated F3. As the tornado continued northeastward, F3
damage was inflicted on a farm, where a house and several barns and outbuildings were leveled. A 10,000 gallon diesel tank ended
up in an open field about one-quarter mile away from its original position.

For simplicity, the tornadoes that occurred on this day were identified by the supercell thunderstorm that produced them, beginning
with A and ending with E. Each tornado was then given its own number. For example, the 3rd tornado produced by supercell
thunderstorm A is called A3.
