	Farmer
	He needs to know where thunderstorms are so he can fly around them. This industry needs to know temperature and precipitation to ensure the wings and runways don’t become iced over. Turbulent air, high winds, fog and snow are other weather issues that cause safety issues and flight delays. 


	Sailor


	Anyone who works outside needs to plan for the weather. When bad weather is in the forecast, this person usually doesn’t work, so he doesn’t get paid. Bad weather can ruin equipment and supplies, cause injuries, destroy a worksite, and delay a job’s completion.


	Aviator


	Thousands of men have lost their lives at sea due to bad weather. This person will avoid severe weather by steering clear of hurricanes and other systems that cause rough seas, high winds, and lots of rain. He needs to know wind speed and direction, and information about tides and currents. The weather can reduce his visibility, knock him off-course, and cause his vessel to rock and even overturn. 


	Builder 


	He needs to know when to plant and harvest crops, when to move animals from high to low pasture, and even what to grow or raise. Drought, flood, heavy rain, early or late frosts, even disease and pests brought in by unusual weather can wipe out a harvest.
