Flooding and Severe Weather
February 24 and 27, 2011

Flooding was the main concert on February 24, followed by a round of severe weather on February 27. Over 3
inches of rain fell at Paducah on the 24™, setting a daily rainfall record. An Amish family suffered the tragic
loss of four family members when their horse-drawn buggy was swept away at a flooded low-water crossing on
the Graves-Hickman county line in Kentucky. A few tornadoes were also reported on February 24™. On the
27", the most significant damage was north of 1-64 in southwest Indiana, where homes were damaged by an
EF-2 tornado. Damage surveys, storm reports, photos, and other documentation for both severe weather days is
included below.

Flooding and Severe Weather
February 24, 2011

The following is the storm-total rainfall graphic from the Paducah National Weather Service radar for February
24, 2011. The precipitation estimates were fairly accurate within 60 to 80 miles of the radar, but accuracy
decreased at greater distance from the radar. The color scale (at top of graphic) indicates that yellow and gold
shading represents rainfall in excess of three inches. The daily rainfall total for Feb. 24 was 3.20 inches at the
Paducah National Weather Service office. This broke the old daily rainfall record for Feb. 24 by nearly an inch
and a half. Since portions of western Kentucky remain in severe drought, the rainfall was needed to help lower
long-term deficits. At Evansville, the daily rainfall total was 2.56 inches, which also set a record for the day.




A survey team from the Paducah National Weather Service Office confirmed 3 tornadoes and 2 downbursts hit
western Kentucky during the evening hours of February 24. Full details for each tornado and downburst are
listed below.

Another round of severe thunderstorms occurred Sunday night, producing scattered reports of wind damage.
Pockets of major wind damage and a few possible tornadoes occurred in southern Illinois and southwest
Indiana. National Weather Service damage survey teams will investigate areas of Gibson and Pike Counties in
Indiana and Wayne County, Illinois. Damage in those areas consisted of moderate to severe damage to
structures, particularly near Orchardville, IL and Owensville and Oakland City, IN. Elsewhere, some isolated
damage to trees and weak structures such as barns and trailers occurred in western Kentucky and southeast
Missouri. The damage was the result of a line of thunderstorms that contained embedded bowing line segments.

A survey team from the Paducah National Weather Service Office confirmed 3 tornadoes hit southwest Indiana
during the early morning hours of February 28. The strongest has been rated EF2 and caused damage in
Oakland City.
