Hydrologic Impacts
e Seven-day average streamflow conditions, ending 11/7, were mainly below normal.

Agricultural Impacts
e Soil moisture was running below normal.

Other Impacts

e Per state DEPs, most reservoir pools across the HSA were either normal or slightly
below.

e Per the Delaware River Basin Commission, and as of November 4th, the salt front in
the Delaware River Estuary was estimated at river mile 86.3. The normal location for
this time of year is river mile marker 70. This means the salt line was further upstream
compared to normal.

Mitigation Actions

e Per the state of New Jersey, a Drought Watch has been issued for the entire state.

e Per the state of Maryland, a Drought Watch has been issued for the Eastern Shore.

e Per the state of Delaware, a Drought Watch has been issued for the entire state.
