Huntington Storm Survey 11/1/2013

A NWS Storm Survey team went to the 1200 block of 7" Avenue in Huntington to survey a
structure that suffered damage when a line of thunderstorms went through the area between 2:15
am and 2:45 am. The line of thunderstorms was associated with a passing cold front, and wind
gusts along the front were measured at 62 mph at the Huntington Tri State Airport, and estimated
to be 70 mph where the damage occurred.
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A concrete block warehouse structure suffered damage along the west side when a few windows

broke and a section of the lift roofed off. Due to the engineering this caused the west side of the
second story wall to crumble.
