Much of far northeastern Oklahoma experienced only a half inch to an inch of precipitation for the month of April 2014. That precipitation
was less than 50 percent of the normal monthly precipitation for the area, and in some areas, was only between 10 and 25 percent of
normal.

A tornado damaged or destroyed about 50 homes and businesses in and around Quapaw, destroyed several metal-framed buildings, destroyed barns and
outbuildings, blew over several vehicles, snapped or uprooted numerous trees, and blew down numerous power poles.
